	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
RAP-Q


	Brief Description:   
The RAP-Q strategy is designed to help students understand themain ideas of what they read.   

	Materials Needed:   
Instructional text, note cards

	Implementation:  The suggested intervention schedule is approximately 15 minutes daily.   The intervention may be done individually or in small groups by a teacher or a  paraprofessional.  Progress monitoring may be done either weekly or biweekly. 
1. Teacher will instruct students to Read a selected paragraph or section of material they choose to work on.  Direct students to use a short passage instead of a longer passage since it will be easier for students to understand the material if they do not have to break it up into smaller parts.
2. Teacher will instruct students to Ask themselves while they are reading to identify what the main ideas or main ideas of the selected text were.  Students will be encouraged to do this by trying to find the sentence or sentences that give the most important ideas in the selection.  
3. Have students Put the main ideas into their own words or paraphrase paying special attention to think of different words to explain what they read in their selection. 
4. Direct students to write a Question based on their paraphrasing of the main ideas of the selection on the back of their note cards that they can later use for studying. Encourage them to make comparisons of the note cards they may have written on previous paragraphs so that they can how the sections may or may not be connected.  


	Schedule for implementation:  This strategy can be implemented individually or in small groups.  It can be facilitated by a teacher, paraprofessional or adult volunteer.
