	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
RUD-PC


	Brief Description:   The RUD-PC strategy was developed to help students read from the computer screen.   

	Materials Needed:   Instructional text, computer

	Implementation:  
1. Teacher will instruct students to Read the title and headings of a selected passage on the computer.  Students will be asked to pay attention to how the page is organized – some pages will have boxes or circles with information and others will present information in book form.  Students will be directed to pay special attention to the larger boxes that will typically contain more information. 
2. Teacher will direct students to Use the cursor to skim the page – browse through some but not all of the information on the page quickly in an effort to find out what the website is about.
3. Students will then Decide if the page is worth their time and effort to read it more carefully.  If they need the information for any of their assignments, they will be instructed to now read the page carefully.  Students will be encouraged to create or use a system so that they can read all of the boxes on the page.  For example, they might choose to begin with the larger boxes before moving on to the smaller boxes on the page, or they may decide to read from the left to the right side of the page but they will keep surfing until they find material that is helpful or important to them.  
4. Students will then be instructed to Print the page if they decide that they want to read the identified information in more detail or they can bookmark the page to allow them an opportunity to read the material at a later date.  
5. Students will then be instructed to Collect the information necessary to create a bibliography.  They can copy the URL or the website address to notate for any research based assignments they are doing and to help them find the website at a later date.  Students will locate the author and title of the page or selection and will also include the publication date for citing purposes.


	Schedule for Implementation: The suggested intervention schedule is approximately 15 minutes daily.   The intervention may be done individually or in small groups by a teacher or a paraprofessional.  Progress monitoring may be done either weekly or biweekly.
