	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Find & Press


	Brief Description:  This simple activity is designed to assist students in identifying and discriminating numbers using a calculator.  

	Materials Needed:    
1) a calculator for each participant

 2) overhead projector or a large board to write on (whiteboard, chalkboard, etc.)

	Implementation: 
1) Give each participant a calculator. 

2) Begin each session by having the students press the clear key. 

3) Say a number and instruct each participant to press that number on their calculator.  Begin with single-digit numbers.  Later, progress to two or three numbers called in succession.  For example, call out “two, six, three.”  

If you are using an overhead projector, show the students the correct key so they can check their responses.  If you are not using an overhead projector, simply write the number on the board.  
 

	Schedule for implementation:  This activity can take place on a daily basis for 5 to 10 minutes at a time.
