	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
More or Less?  


	Brief Description:  This strategy is for students from kindergarten through 2nd grade. This game encourages number sense and helps children learn about the relationships of numbers and about adding and subtracting.  By counting the shapes on the cards and looking at the printed numbers on the card, students can learn to relate the number of objects to the numeral. 

	Materials Needed:     
1) Coin
2) 2 decks of cards

3) Scratch paper to keep score



	Implementation:  This strategy can be implemented in small groups.  It can be facilitated by a teacher, paraprofessional or adult volunteer.  
1) First, flip a coin to tell if the winner of this game will be the person with “more” (a greater value card) or “less” (a smaller value card).  

2) Remove all face cards and divide the remaining cards in the stack between the two players.  

3) Place the cards face down.  

4) Each player turns over one card and compares: Is mine more or less? How many more? How many less?  

	Schedule for implementation:  This intervention can be implemented anywhere from 2 days per week to daily for approximately 10 minutes per session.
