	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    
Multiplying Numbers Under 10 by 9

	Brief Description: This is strategy uses the fingers of both hands to multiply numbers less than 10 by 9.  


	Materials Needed:   a pair of hands! 


	Implementation:  This strategy can be implemented individually or in small groups by a teacher, paraprofessional, or adult volunteer.  The teacher (1) repeatedly models the strategy, (2) monitors the students’ use of the strategy, and (3) provides feedback to students.
This strategy is taught by starting with a problem, like the one written below.            

9 x 4 = ___
1. Spread your 10 fingers in front of you, palm down.

2. Count your fingers from the left pinkie to the number you are multiplying by 9 (in this case, the number is 4, so you count to the left index finger).

3. The number of fingers to the left of that finger (3) is the number of 10s (30), and the number of fingers to the right of that finger (6) is the number of ones.

4. In this example, the answer is 3 tens and 6 ones, or 36.



	Schedule for implementation:  The procedure should be taught until students have mastered the steps and use the strategy independently.  Reinforcement of the strategy should occur whenever multiplying numbers less than 10 by 9.
