	INTERVENTION STRATEGY:    

Writing Every Day



	Brief Description:  Short daily writing assignments are designed to increase writing fluency and make writing a more motivating activity. 

	Materials Needed:   Student journals.  Internet access and email addresses for pen pal correspondence. 

	Implementation:  Students are given short daily writing assignments.  These can be varied, with possibilities including assigning students to journal about their learning activities, requiring e-mail correspondence with pen pals, or even posting a question on the board as a daily activity that students can respond to in writing. 

	Schedule for implementation: Daily.

	Research Summary & References:
